With a height of 70 meters, the high-rise limit of 30 meters is
clearly exceeded. As a result, increased fire protection
regulations also apply during the construction phase.
Accordingly, conditions were imposed by the authorities. To
prevent a possible fire from simply spreading from one floor
to the next, fire barriers were planned for all platforms.
